I am writing this letter to let you know that {caseOpposingCounsel} filed a notice of dismissal without prejudice of your case {casePlaintiff} v. {caseDefendant}, {caseNumber} on {caseDispositionDateString}.  {casePlaintiff} elected to dismiss your case instead of pursue their case further at this time.  Enclosed is a copy of the dismissal for your records.  
This dismissal disposes of the pending case with the Court.  It is possible that {casePlaintiff} may refile this case.  A case can be dismissed with, or without, prejudice.  A dismissal with prejudice means that a Plaintiff no longer has a legal claim and cannot refile the case.  This type of dismissal would be filed when the case is settled through a lump sum payment.
