6. Defendant lacks information or knowledge sufficient to admit or deny the allegations contained in paragraph 6 and therefore denies the same.
7. Defendant lacks information or knowledge sufficient to admit or deny the allegations contained in paragraph 7 and therefore denies the same.
8. Defendant lacks information or knowledge sufficient to admit or deny the allegations contained in paragraph 8 and therefore denies the same.
9. Defendant lacks information or knowledge sufficient to admit or deny the allegations contained in paragraph 9 and therefore denies the same.
10. Defendant lacks information or knowledge sufficient to admit or deny the allegations contained in paragraph 10 and therefore denies the same.
11. Defendant lacks information or knowledge sufficient to admit or deny the allegations contained in paragraph 11 and therefore denies the same.
12. Deny.
AFFIRMATIVE DEFENSES
1. As Defendant’s First Affirmative Defense, Plaintiff fails to state a claim upon which relief can be granted as it sets forth no ultimate facts demonstrating:
a. That there was a contract,
b. That consideration was given on the basis of that contract,
c. That the contract was breached, 
d. Or that damages occurred.
2. As Defendant’s Second Affirmative Defense, pursuant to K.S.A. § 60-209(h), Defendant specifically and expressly denies the execution of any written instrument upon which any of Plaintiff’s claims are founded.  As such, no evidence has been provided to substantiate Plaintiff’s claim that Defendant is obligated on said account.  Defendant demands strict proof of liability on the account in the form of a signed card user Agreement, as well as proof of payments made by Defendant to Plaintiff toward the alleged debt.
3. As Defendant’s Third Affirmative Defense, Defendant pleads usury pursuant to K.S.A. § 16-201, in that Defendant has been charged interest and fees in excess of the legal rate.
4. As Defendant’s Fourth Affirmative Defense, Plaintiff’s claim is barred by the Statute of Frauds, because the purported contract is not embodied in a signed writing.
5. As Defendant’s Fifth Affirmative Defense, Plaintiff’s claim is barred by K.S.A. § 60-512, as the debt complained upon was incurred more than three years before the date of Plaintiff’s Petition.
6. As Defendant’s Sixth Affirmative Defense, Plaintiff is not a proper party in interest as there is no privity of contract between Defendant and Plaintiff.
7. Defendant disputes this debt.
8. Defendant may have additional defenses that either relate to the alleged debt, which is expressly disputed by defendant, or which may be discovered during the pendency of this action, and therefore reserve the same.
WHEREFORE, having fully answered, Defendant requests an Order dismissing the instant action with prejudice at Plaintiff’s costs, for Defendant’s costs expended, and for such other relief as this Court deems just and proper in the circumstances.
