	If you default on your payments the amount of money you owe the creditor MAY increase.
	

	Missing even ONE payment is enough to breach the Consent Judgment.
	

	Making your payment LATE is enough to breach the Consent Judgment.
	

	Important Information
	

	A Consent Judgment MAY be converted to a lien against real estate.  This lien will be lifted once the Consent Judgment has been paid in full.
